The prerequisite for one entering into [and abiding in] perfect liberty is for
them to keep their eyes "fixed" on Jesus [continually give the Word {Will} of God
preeminence in ALL things].

...."let us run with endurance the race that is set before us, fixing our eyes
on Jesus, the author and perfecter of faith, who for the joy set before Him endured
the cross, despising the shame, and has sat down at the right hand of the throne of
God".... Hebrews 12:1-2 NASB

...."Therefore if you have been raised up with Christ, keep seeking the things
above, where Christ is, seated at the right hand of God. Set your mind on the



things above, not on the things that are on earth. For you have died and your life
is hidden with Christ in God"....
