OUR WORDS ARE OUR AUTHORITY IN THIS EARTH

* Faith [released through words spoken] immediately takes authority over
any demonic intrusion into any given situation or environment.

BELIEVED, THEREFORE I SPOKE," we also believe, therefore we also speak"....

...."Behold, I have given you authority to tread on serpents and scorpions,
and over all the power of the enemy, and nothing will injure you".... Luke 10:19

Our "words" are our authority and, so, when we are speaking words that
align themselves with God's Words we are giving the Holy Spirit the authority to
work in us and change us - empowering us to be conformed to the image of Christ,
day in and day out. If, on the other hand, we "speak" words that align themselves
with the lies of the Enemy THEN we open the door for him to maintain those lies
in our lives - eventually establishing strongholds of unbelief, mistrust etc. that
keep us far below our exalted postion of being "joint-heirs" with Jesus.

In light of these things, it is the utmost importance for every one of us, as
children of God, to be found "concentrating" [focusing] on the words we speak -
not only in our outward speaking with others but, also, speaking the truth in the
face of the Enemy's lies any time he attempts to inundate our "thought-life" with
his negativity [fear-filled lies]. Again, our words are the most powerful and
effective tool that we have been given by the Father but, just as an excellent



carpenter must use their tools properly so must we be found speaking ONLY that
which is aligned with the Word of God - in the unction and power of the Holy
Spirit.

...."We are destroying speculations and every lofty thing raised up against
the true knowledge of God [and who we ALREADY are, in Christ], and we are
taking every thought captive [through proclamation] to the obedience of Christ [a
revelation of the Father's Will]".... 2 Corinthians 10:5 NASB

...."And I will give them one heart [a new heart] and I will put a new spirit
within them; and I will take the stony [unnaturally hardened] heart out of their
flesh, and will give them a heart of flesh [sensitive and responsive to the touch of
their God], [Ezek. 18:31; 36:26; II Cor. 3:3.] That they may walk in My statutes
and keep My ordinances, and do them. And they shall be My people, and I will be
their God"....
