* There is NO "speculation" [reliance upon sense knowledge and perception]
in "the place called Done". For "the place called Done" is a place wherein an
absolute faith and trust [in Me - and in My Word] has "locked in" that which one
is believing for - a place wherein I am continually "allowed" to unfold My very
"best", with NO "preconceived notions" on the part of the one believing.

"speculation" - mental [soulish] view of anything in its various aspects and
relations; contemplation; intellectual examination.

"the place called Done" - is the place wherein one rests in the "finished" work of
the Lord Jesus Christ [and the entire scope of the Father's Will - past, present and
future] through the continual exercising of an absolute faith love, and obedience.
It is the place wherein the Grace of God abounds towards one - empowering them
perfectly in ALL things.

"sense knowledge" - that which is perceived by what one feels, hears, sees or
thinks based on their outward circumstances; that which is perceived [and
expressed] through the soul [mind, will, emotions] - apart from "revelation" [the
Holy Spirit - Who is the Spirit of wisdom and revelation];

...."we walk by faith [in the reality of who Love {the Word of God} says we
are, in Christ], not by sight [feelings, speculation, or any other form of "sense
knowledge" - that which is "perceived" through the five physical senses {soul and
body - as opposed to one's spirit}]".... 2 Corinthians 5:7 NASB 

THEREFORE

...."we consider and look [speak] not to the things that are seen [the lower
reality - that which is real to the five physical senses] but to the things that are
unseen [through faith in the higher Reality of God's Word]; for the things that are
visible are temporal (brief and fleeting) [subject to change], but the things that
are invisible are deathless and everlasting [Eternal]".... 2 Corinthians 4:18 The
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
